Internal and External options




Dear Parents and TKU 2011 9th Grade players  

As some of you will be aware 10th grade at Three Kings United has a couple of playing options. Your child can opt to play internally (mixed grade boys and girls) or can trial to be part of an external (mixed grade boys and girls) team. (Girls have the option of playing for a girl’s only team from 10th grade upward). You will need to select an option when enrolling for the 10th grade 2012 season. 11th grade also includes an internal and external option, at 12th grade all teams play externally
For both options the field size, ball size and team change slightly.

· Teams play 7 a side and will also include up to 3 subs, ideally 9 member squads.
· Players play with a Size 4 ball (official size for 9th grade was size 3)
· Keepers are compulsory – this may be a dedicated position or rotational within the team (gloves are not provided by the club)
· Field is half standard pitch size ( we play on a ¼ standard sized pitch at TKU in 9th grade)

· Games are 2 x 25 minute halves with a five minute half time.

10th Grade Internal Format 

· Games usually at 9 am at TKU 

· TKU allocated fields etc i.e. manages the games

· Only play other internal TKU teams (10th and 11th grade)
· There are no trails for the internal teams, players are allocated to teams.
· The first part of the season (6 - 7weeks) is a grading round, after that the internal teams are sorted into two leagues.

10th Grade External Format 

· Game times, fixtures, fields, venues managed by Auckland Football federation as a club we do have a large input in fixtures.

· Game fixtures are found on Auckland Football Federation website or follow the link on the TKU’s website. 10th grade usually plays at 10 am, although this can vary and be 9am or 11 am. Players usually need to be at the venues approximately 30 minutes before for warm-up. 
· Teams play in set divisions (Premier being top division down to Division Four). There will be trails at the beginning of the 2012 season to allocate teams. 

· Depending on the other teams who are in the same division your away games could be as far south as Pukekohe, west out to Waitakere,  Bucklands Beach in the east and even Waiheke island.
· The first part of the season is a grading round within your allocated Division (6 – 7 weeks), you can then be graded up down or stay the same depending on team results within the 6-7 week grading rounds. You then play all the teams in your division as part of a Championship round.

· Home club/teams are encouraged to provide a referee , this should not be the team coach – parents are encouraged to become ‘club based referees”
· Ideally as well as a coach and a referee each team has a manager whose role is to ensure the team know where they are playing, how to get to each away venue and takes a small first aid kit and ice packs. 
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
